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school year produced staff from Maine, Massachusetts, Oregon, Colorado, Michigan and
Mississippi. The Arkansas staff is unique in their own right. Four of the staff members
from Arkansas were once Pfeifer Camp Alternative Classroom Experience kids. Jack
Higgins, Mary Beck, Quincy Holloway and Jesse Williams all were students in the
Alternative Classroom Experience while in elementary school. They participated in the
summer camp programs. They achieved the rank of Counselor-In-Training (C.I.T.)
during their teens. They interviewed and earned the positions they currently hold. Jack
and Mary have achieved the rank of “head counselor,” using the skills acquired on the job
and in off-site training locations to lead a group of first and second-year counselors
through the obstacles and challenges facing them. Quincy and Jesse have been “anchors”
for the ship full of campers from the Little Rock and Pulaski County school districts.
Leading by example while sharing an understanding of how a camper copes with a

consistent and firm set of rules that may be contradictory of what is expected at home or
school. The link for many students is seeing the face of someone who sat in their seats
but is now part of the “adult world.” The impact of experiences of these staff members
on the lives of students just like them can never be measured in finite terms.

The legacy of Pfeifer Camp is in the individuals who enter the gate, then return to
share with a new generation the experience that will crown them “Pfeifer Camp Kids.”
